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The following procedures should allow for quick
and easy modification of stock slim Open/Air
type tubing for use with Westone’s style #85
earpiece.

00 The first step is to determine which style of
stock tubing your BTE instrument uses. There are
3 basic styles of tubing currently in use by most
hearing instrument manufacturers. Use the scale
drawings provided below.
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00 Once you have determined your
manufacturer’s specific tubing style, use a sharp
cutting instrument (single edged razor blade or
the equivalent) to trim the flexible concha
retention tail or “sports tail” at the indicated
mark. It is important to make sure the correct
illustration has been selected, as the flexible
retention tail helps hold the tubing in place for
some brands of hearing instruments.
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00  Next, cut the collar of the stock tubing at
the mark indicated.

00 The final step is to insert the modified
Open/Air tube into the earpiece to verify the
tube fitting is as close as possible to its final
position. Remove tubing with a firm tug as
needed to reposition it.
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00 Fit the earpiece and instrument to the
patient and visually check to see if any final
adjustments need to be made.

To re-tube remove the old tube fitting and
follow the steps outlined above.
